


  EOI: AOD Lived and Living Experience Workforce Framework working party.

The Centre for Alcohol and Other Drugs is seeking Expressions of Interest to join a working party to guide the development of a lived and living experience (LLE) framework for the alcohol and other drug (AOD) sector. 

Purpose 

This working party will guide the development of content for a framework which seeks to support the sector to build the AOD LLE workforce.  

Membership

Membership will include diverse representation of the LLE workforce, across a range of program and treatment settings including people working in NSW Local Heath Districts and non-government organisations. In addition to people in LLE roles, we also seek involvement from people who manage and lead people with LLE. 

Time commitment and payment (if attending outside of your working hours)

The time commitment for this working party is expected to be approximately two hours monthly with additional work out of session. Frequency of meetings may change throughout the project duration. 

Renumeration will be available to those who are not supported by an employer to participate, in line with the NSW Health Consumer, carer, and community member remuneration policy.

What we are looking for: people with a range of experiences which will include:

· working in the lived and living experience workforce (designated roles)
· working in non-designated roles and have a lived and living experience
· managing, leading, supervising lived and living experience workers 
· developing/implementing/reviewing workforce strategies and policy
· building a lived and living experience workforce
· advocacy work for the lived and living experience workforce
· representation of priority populations or work areas. For example, Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people, culturally and linguistically diverse (CALD) people, people in contact with the criminal justice system, LGBTQIA+, rural and remote communities, people with mental health issues
