· Return to their workplace and applying fluoride varnish to the teeth of children aged between 18 months and four years of age, meeting NT jurisdictional, legislative and regulatory requirements.     
· Provide informed and targeted oral health guidance to parents/carers.
· Document, recall and refer appropriately in a child’s health care plan.
