


Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Postgraduate Scholarship:
Promoting healthy eating and active play from the start of life

Deakin University and the Victorian Aboriginal Community Controlled Health Organisation (VACCHO) have joined forces to undertake a research project focused on promoting healthy eating and active play from the start of life. We are offering a postgraduate scholarship, with opportunities to explore the health information needs of Victorian Aboriginal families 
and to develop and pilot test evidence-based, culturally appropriate health promotion materials around infant nutrition and active play.
We are seeking expressions of interest from eligible Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander candidates to undertake postgraduate study (e.g. PhD or Masters) through Deakin University and community-based research in partnership with VACCHO. This three-year position (or equivalent part time) offers:
· Tax-free scholarship of approximately $30,000 per year (full time) 
· Full time students are able to undertake one day of paid work per week
· Mentoring and supervision from a team of Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal public health researchers and practitioners
· Networking opportunities with other Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students through the Institute of Koorie Education

To be considered for this scholarship you require either:
· An Honours degree;
· A Masters degree, including a research project and thesis; or
· An undergraduate/postgraduate degree plus experience in health research projects
